NCUT’s Commitment to Reducing Disposable Tableware Usage and Promoting Sustainability 

National Chin-Yi University of Technology (NCUT) is aligning with Taiwan’s and the global community’s 
efforts to reduce disposable tableware usage and plastic waste. In response to the Executive Yuan 
Environmental Protection Agency's guidelines, NCUT has actively updated its policies and strategies, 
aiming to minimize its environmental footprint and contribute to sustainable development. 

Amendments to the "Restricted Use of Disposable Tableware" Policy 

In alignment with global initiatives to curb plastic pollution, NCUT has introduced amendments to its 
"Restricted Use of Disposable Tableware and Implementation Methods." This updated policy focuses 
on limiting the usage of disposable forks, knives, spoons, chopsticks, and similar items on campus. The 
changes align NCUT with Taiwan’s broader plans to ban disposable plastics, reflecting a concerted 
effort to reduce plastic waste, in harmony with the international goals set during the 4th United 
Nations Environment Assembly, where 170 countries committed to reducing disposable plastics by 
2030. 

Key Actions: Reducing Disposable Supplies on Campus 

In collaboration with the Taichung City Government’s 3.0 Source Reduction Plan, NCUT has taken 
concrete steps to significantly reduce disposable supplies across its campus, including: 

1. Complete Ban on Disposable Items: A strict prohibition on the use of disposable paper and 
plastic cups, plastic straws, packaged drinking water, and plastic shopping bags during official 
meetings, training sessions, and university-organized activities. 

2. Mandatory Reporting: Departments and schools affiliated with NCUT are required to regularly 
report their efforts in reducing paper and plastic usage, fostering transparency and 
accountability in the university's environmental impact. 

3. Restrictions on Single-Use Bottled Water: The use of single-use bottled water is restricted 
during on-campus and off-campus events, ensuring that even off-site activities comply with 
the university’s environmental standards. 



  
4. Limitations on Single-Use Lunch Boxes: NCUT encourages full-day event organizers to seek 

suppliers that provide reusable lunch boxes or coordinate self-service meal options, thus 
reducing reliance on disposable tableware. 

Campus-Wide Cooperation 

NCUT’s environmental policies are designed to foster a sense of shared responsibility. All departments 
are expected to actively participate in this campus-wide movement, encouraging eco-conscious 
behavior among staff, faculty, and students. By reducing reliance on disposable tableware, NCUT aims 
to cultivate a sustainability-focused culture across its community. 

Promoting Reusable Tableware 

In tandem with reducing disposable items, NCUT encourages the use of reusable tableware on campus 
and within the surrounding community. The university collaborates with nearby restaurants to reduce 
their use of disposable products and transition to more sustainable alternatives. This promotes an eco-
friendly dining culture that extends beyond the campus. 

Empowering Students 

NCUT empowers its students to adopt environmentally friendly practices by encouraging them to bring 
their own reusable tableware. This initiative not only helps reduce waste but also instills a sense of 
environmental responsibility in the student body, fostering lifelong habits that align with sustainability. 

Additional Sustainability Initiatives 

NCUT’s broader sustainability efforts include: 

1. "Reuse the Used Copied Paper" Campaign: This initiative encourages double-sided copying 
and the reuse of paper to reduce paper waste. 

2. "Extending the Life of School Facilities" Concept: NCUT promotes regular maintenance and 
repairs of school equipment to avoid unnecessary waste and prolong the lifespan of facilities. 

3. "One Person, One Chopsticks" Campaign: NCUT advocates for the use of stainless steel 
chopsticks instead of disposable bamboo chopsticks, further reducing waste and promoting 
reusable alternatives. 

4. Promotion of the "E-Document System": To support a paperless campus, NCUT has 
implemented an electronic document system that streamlines administrative processes while 
reducing paper consumption. 

5. Paperless Conference Rooms: The university has set up paperless conference rooms in the 
library information center and administrative building, ensuring that meeting materials are 
provided electronically and paper usage is minimized.
